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5. 

 WHEREAS, Respondent admitted to having a romantic relationship with Patient B, and 

medical records substantiate the relationship occurred while she was a patient. 

6. 

 WHEREAS, Respondent admitted, prior to the instant complaint, he had previously settled 

an EEOC complaint filed by a female employee (“F.E.”).  Respondent admitted he “popped” 

F.E. on the “backside” and was required to complete extensive sexual harassment training. 

7. 

 WHEREAS, investigation revealed a total of three (3) settled EEOC complaints against 

Respondent. One claimant (“EEOC Claimant”) admitted to a sexual relationship between EEOC 

Claimant and Respondent. 

8. 

 WHEREAS, Patient C described the relationship as having lasted over a year and 

confirmed the relationship occurred while she was a patient.  Patient C described a situation 

wherein Patient C explained to Respondent that she could not afford GLP-1 medication.  

Respondent would give Patient C free samples of GLP-1 in exchange for sexual favors, 

including intercourse and groping of the breast and buttock.  Patient C described one encounter 

wherein Respondent performed oral sex on Patient C, in front of her one-year-old daughter, in 

the office and during a medical appointment.  Further, Respondent admitted to Patient C’s 

boyfriend to having sex with Patient D. 

9. 

 WHEREAS, O.C.G.A. § 43-34-8(a)(15) authorizes the Board to discipline a licensee who 

has “committed an act of sexual abuse, misconduct, or exploration of a patient[,]” and Rule 360-

3-.02(8) authorizes discipline for unprofessional conduct, which includes “[c]omitting any act of 















3. 

Further, the Board questioned Respondent as to the Prescription Drug Monitoring Program 

showing he prescribed tramadol, a controlled substance, to another brother. Respondent did not 

recall the prescription but did not dispute having written it. Medical records were not created or 

retained. Finally, Respondent admitted to prescribing antibiotics for his wife. Medical records 

were not created or retained. 

4. 

Respondent admits the above findings of fact and waives any further findings of fact with 

respect to the above-styled matter. 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

Respondent's conduct, if proven, constitutes sufficient grounds for the imposition of 

discipline upon his license to practice as a licensed physician in the State of Georgia, under 

O.C.G.A. Title 43, Chapters l and 34, as amended. Respondent hereby waives any further 

conclusions of law with respect to the above-styled matter. 

ORDER 

I. 

The Board, having considered all the facts and circumstances surrounding this case, hereby 

orders, and Respondent hereby agrees, that his license to practice medicine as a physician in the 

State of Georgia shall be subject to the following terms and conditions: 

l . Fine. Within sixty (60) days of the docket date of this Consent Order, Respondent

shall submit to the Board a fine in the amount of two thousand dollars

($2,000.00). Such fine shall be payable by cashier's check and/or money order

made payable to the Georgia Composite Medical Board and shall be submitted via

Respondent's conduct, if proven, constitutes sufficient grounds for the imposition of

discipline upon her license to practice as a licensed physician in the State of Georgia, under

O.C.G.A. Title 43, Chapters 1 and 34, as amended. Respondent hereby waives any further

conclusions of law with respect to the above-styled matter.

ORDER

1.

The Board, having considered all the facts and circnmstances surrounding this case, hereby

orders, and Respondent hereby agrees, that her license to practice medicine as a physician in the

State of Georgia shall be subject to the following terms and conditions:

1. Fine. Within eighteen (18) months of the docket date of this Consent Order,

Respondent shall submit to the Board a fine in the amount of five thousand dollars

($5,000.00). Such fine shall be payable by cashier's check or money order made

payable to the Georgia Composite Medical Board and shall be submitted via mail

to: Jason S. Jones, Executive Director, Georgia Composite Medical Board, 2

Martin Luther King Jr. Drive SE, East Tower, 11tb Floor, Atlanta, GA 3D334.

Failure to pay the fine within the stated time period shall be deemed a

violation, of this Consent Order and shall subject Respondent's license to

further disciplinary action, including revocation.

2. Coursework. Within six (6) months of the docket date of this Consent Order,

Respondent shall complete fifteen (15) hours of continuing medical education

("CME") in ethics, coursework to be subject to approval by the Board. Said

coursework shall not be used as CME hours for renewal. Documentation
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evidencing completion of coursework may be sent to Latisha Bias, Director of

Compliance, via email tolatisha.bias@dch.ga.gov. or as otherwise directed by the

Board. Failure to submit the required documentation, within the stated time

period, shall be deemed a violation of this Consent Order and shall subject

Respondent's license to further disciplinary action, including revocation.

If the Respondent shall fail to abide by all state and federal laws relating to drugs and

regulating the practice of medicine in the State of Georgia, the Rules and Regulations of the

Georgia Composite Medical Board, the terms of this Consent Order, or if it should appear from

information received by the Board that the Respondent is unable to practice as a physician with

reasonable skill and safety, Respondent's license may be further sanctioned or revoked, upon

substantiation thereof.

Approval of this Consent Order by the Board shall in no way be construed as condoning

Respondent's conduct and shalt not be construed as a waiver of any of the lawful rights possessed

by the Board.

4.

Respondent has. read this Consent Order and understands its contents. Respondent

understands that Respondent has the right to a hearing in this matter, and freely, knowingly and

voluntarily waives such right by entering into this Consent Order; Respondent understands that

this Consent Order will not become effective until approved by the Georgia Composite Medical

Board and docketed by the Executive Director. Respondent further understands and agrees that the

Board shall have the authority to review the investigative file and all relevant evidence in
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
