A letter from William Koustas regarding if unlicensed individuals (including
Certified Clinical Research Coordinator and Registered Medical Assistants
working under a physician would be allowed to prepare a drug for use in a clinical
study, the Board determined these unlicensed individuals would not be able to
perform these duties.

A letter from Martha Boone, MD regarding her personal and business information
being available on www.hipaaspace.com, the Board has not and does not provide
private and person information to the public.

A letter from Glen Gabbard, MD regarding health assessments and treatment
plans has been referred to the Wellness Committee.

An email from Will Robinson regarding information on the regulation, license, or
certification for tattoo removal business — this will not be available until the
Cosmetic Laser Practice Act is funded by the state legislature.
